How Our BOOKFAIR Works?
WHAT IS IT?
Our BookFair is the Libraries annual fundraiser and it coincides with the celebrations of Book Week. It is a portable Scholastic Book shop set up in the library, with all proceeds going back into or school Library.
BROWSING/PREVIEW
On Monday or Tuesday, every student in the school will have an opportunity to browse through the BookFair with their class and look at what is available for sale. Items include:- books, posters and stationery.
Students are given a little wish list to fill out. This is then brought home to give you an indication of what your child is interested in. It is explained to all students that this is a WISH list not an expectation. There is also a catalogue that has a small snippet of the type of books available.
WHEN?
The Book Fair is open for sales Wed 23rd & Thurs 24th:- 8.30-9am. 1.20-2pm & 3-4pm.
You are welcome to visit with your child during any of these times. Be mindful Wed lunchtime is after the Character parade and IT GETS VERY BUSY!! 
HOW TO PURCHASE OR ORDER
1. You may come in with your child look around and purchase the items with CASH, CREDIT CARD, CHEQUE or EFTPOS. (Cheques made out payable to the school please.)
2. You may send your child in with the cash for them to purchase independently.
3. You may send money in with your child in an envelope and we will assist them at the Book Fair to purchase.
4. PRE ORDER You may highlight on your child’s wishlist which item you wish for them to purchase and pay for it online. Ask your child to bring the wishlist to us at the BookFair, and we will assist with the purchase. PLEASE NOTE this requires a payment receipt no. on the back of the wishlist form from when you order online.
WHAT HAPPENS IF WE RUN OUT OF “THAT” BOOK?
There will be popular items and if I run out of an item a child wants or has ordered and prepaid for on their wishlist, we are able to order more copies in. I endeavour to keep one of every item on the shelf so parents and children can still look at what is available. I do not the sell the last copy of any item.
Unfortunately it means the child will receive their order the following week.
